You have received in the mail a letter from City Hall advising you of a 
change in date of a crucial Land Use Committee affecting our future and 
that of our neighbourhood. 

DECEMBER 17, 11 A.M., COMMITTEE ROOM 4, CITY HALL 

If you are concerned about the future development of The BeaGh Triangle, 
and the quality of life in our neighbourhood, it is imperative that you 
attend this meeting! 

On December 17th, City Hall's Land Use Committee will meet to consider 
zoning by-law changes that will have a profound impact on us all. These 
proposed changes primarily involve requirements affecting conversions 
for boarding or lodging houses (ROOMING HOUSES), and converted dwelling 
and lodging houses, (ROOMING HOUSE + apartments), as laid out in the 
letter from City Hall dated November 14, 1986. As proposed amendments 
stand, we see NO substantial cha nge from the present requirements. 
Quite a few residents turned out to the last Land Use Committee meeting 
and as a result of this support 'M:: were successful in having amendments 
passed to help protect the neighbourhood. However, the amendments do 
not go far enough. 

We need the same turnout or better to demonstrate community concern on 
this issue. December 17th, 11 A.M., New City Hall.
